 LEARNING OUTCOME (at a glance) of the whole unit ( GK bR‡i mKj †jm‡bi wkLb dj) 
 

 From this unit students will learn about Myth, Mythology and Mythical Character. They will 

come to know about the use of myth in Bangla literature by going through the subsequent 

lessons given under this unit 14. What is Myth? Myth refers to a story from the past times 

especially one about gods and men of courage. It often explains natural or historical events. 

Myth is also about an idea or story which many people believe but that does not exist or is 

false. Mythology tells us the systematic transition of collected stories from generation to 

generation. 

In Bengali literature we see the use of myth. For example – our rebel poet Kazi Nazrul Islam 

used myths in his renowned poem ``Bidrohi”. He mentions Orpheus‟ music in `Bidrohi‟ poem 

along with other myths. In lesson -1 we are going to read  another famous poem ` I have seen 

Bengal‟s Face‟ written by modern famous poet Jibanananda Das who also used myths from the 

well-known Bangla epic – Manasamangal particularly the name of „Behula‟ and Lakhindar along 

with other myth and mythical characters.    

Here in this unit students will read about the story of Gazi pir as well as some miracles he 

possessed. Then, the students will learn about the great & Greek mythical character- Hercules,

ANSWER TO THE ABOVE QUESTIONS1 (B): 

(a) According to some myths and legends, Gazi Pir was a Muslim saint who used to live in the parts of 

Bengal close to the Sundarbans and spread Islam in that region. But, the main reason behind why Gazi 

Pir is still remembered is some myths about him. The myth is that Gazi Pir possessed many miracles. 

One of such miracles is that he could supposedly calm dangerous animals and make them docile.   

(b) In many paats or scroll paintings we find the image of Gazi pir, but not alone, he is rather depicted 

riding a fierce-looking Bengal tiger, a snake in his hand, but in no apparent danger. The reason for 

such a portrayal of Gazi pir is to show the power of miracles he was believed to hold.     

 



(c) There is a myth that Gazi Pir helped people to live nearby canal and creeks and forest by fighting 

with crocodiles and other predatory animals. Not only that, but it was also believed that he helped 

people to cultivate nearby forest by ensuring his vigilant presence regularly. 

 

(d) As part of the collection of myths and legends of Bengal, the story of Gazi Pir has been preserved 

in folk literature as well as art. Besides, the story related to Gazi Pir and his miracles is also being 

performed in indigenous theatre. Moreover, some of his images known as Gazir paat scrolls have been 

preserved in our national museum as well as the British Museum.  

 

(e) There was a story about Gazi Pir that by dint of miracle he could calm the dangerous animals and 

make them docile. He even fought with crocodiles. The people of that area who once feared to live by a 

forest and became worried about their livelihood, it was said that Gazi became the savior of these 

people, enabled them to both live and cultivate near the forest.

The Sundarbans forest is the largest mangrove forest in the world. It is located both in Bangladesh and 

India. The total land area of the Sundarbans is 10000sqkm (ten thousand). Sixty percent of the total 

area (the larger part of the Sundarbans) is situated in Khulna division- the southern part of 

Bangladesh.  Growing up along the Bay of Bengal, the Sundarbans is intersected by many water 

bodies in the form of rivers, canals, and creeks. The Sundarbans provides a unique ecosystem and a 

rich wildlife habitat and is home to a great variety of trees and plants. Sundari tree grows here in plenty 

and from the name of the tree; the Sundarbans‟ name was probably derived. The Sundarbans is the 

important habitat of the endangered Royal Bengal Tiger. The UNESCO has declared the Sundarbans a 

world heritage site in 1987. The Sundarbans has been protecting millions of coastal populations living 

in and around Khulna - a cyclone-prone area from the floods and other natural disasters like Sidr in 

2007, Aila in 2009, and Amphan in 2020 which damaged The Sundarbans with massive losses. The 

Sundarbans has been facing both natural and man-made threats.
