My mother, who is separated from my father, 

doesn’t want me. She told me to go away. Now she is married to another man. My father lives very far away. I want 

to go to him, but he won’t take me either. 

The streets are now my home. Sometimes I find work. I used to collect trash and sell it to a vendor.  I stopped doing 

after I had a serious infection and a doctor told me to stay away from the trash dump. Once I worked for an ice-

cream shop owner and sold ice-cream on the beach. But I got no money in return. The owner of the shop gave me 

something to eat, and let me sleep in his hut at night. The work was difficult and painful. The ice-cream box was 

quite heavy when it was full. I had to walk for hours, offering my ice-cream to whoever wanted to buy. There were 

days when I could not sell even one ice-cream. 

In a way, I am lucky because I am live. One of my friends was recently killed after he fell into a hole that opened up 

in the pile of trash. A boy I know lost one of his eyes after a piece of hot glass flew into his eyes at the glass factory 

where he worked. The owner refused to pay for medical treatment. For me, like all other street children, life is very 

hard. I am looking for work. I am always hungry, and I don’t know where I will sleep at night.

Answer to the above question (summary) 

The passage presents a pathetic description of how a street child passes his daily life. The boy whose 

name is Amerigo actually symbolizes the life story of all the street children all over the world. The most 

common incident that happens to a street child is that he/she remains in the street without parents or 

parents abandon him/her. Then, their struggles start with searching food for survival. For earning 

livelihood, they do all sorts of work most of which are difficult for them to do. In this way they are badly 

treated and misused, or engaged in harmful activities by a section of dishonest persons of the society. 

Here, we see the boy tells that he hardly cope up with the cruel day to- day life. It seems he waits for a 

better life to come.  

Key Notes on Summary:   

The summary is what the 

story/passage/poem is about without the reader having to go into elaborate details
