In the chart/bar it shows the percentage of people living below the poverty line over a period
of 15 years starting from 1995. In 1995, 35.6 percent of people were living under the poverty
line. But, after nine years later, in 2004, 45 percent of people were living under the poverty
line which was 9.4 percent higher than that of 1995. However, in 2008, the percentage of
people living under poverty decreased to 36.3, which was 8.7 percent lower than that of
2004. Lastly, the number decreased more to 32 percent in 2010, which was lower than that
of 2008.
